By-Laws Amendments Proposed

The Membership Committee has proposed an increase in an-
nual dues. Dues were last increased in 1996.The proposal
would make regular member dues $45 per year and senior,
junior, and additional family member dues $25 per year.

We were
delighted to observe several whales at Depoe Bay and to par-
take of the annual Salmon Bake in the City Park. Sunday it
was back home with good memories and goodbyes to new
found friends.

Silver Star Mountain

Members Bill, Bev and Bev started up Silver Star Mt. from the
Grouse Vista trailhead Oct. 9, undaunted by the cold and fog
and forecasts of rain and snow. The intrepid three had recently
hiked in the Alps, so they were prepared for the rocky and re-
lentlessly uphill trail. On the upper reaches of the trail the bril-
liant reds and yellows of the huckleberries and vine maples
appeared ethereal through the fog.

A few stray flakes fell as they descended, but the
rain did not begin until they had started driving home.

Mt. Hood Solutions Summit Report

Some sixty five representatives of conservation and recreation
organizations, government agencies and community leaders
met at the Government Camp Mazama Lodge for a full day's
agenda on September 26, 2008.

The morning session speakers shared their expertise on topics
including trends in recreation planning on Mt. Hood, regional
trends in recreation, the role of quiet recreation on public lands,
and tools for quiet use planning.

The afternoon session was somewhat different in that the em-
phasis changed from how the public is now using our national

forests to how to improve the present facilities, trails, etc. and

cope with the ever-increasing recreational demands on the Mt.
Hood National Forest.

There was a break out session in which the attendees listed
what is presently lacking or going wrong and also what is going
right on Mt. Hood.

A few listed were trailhead vandalism, trail maintenance prob-
lems, and lack of signage.

A highlight of the afternoon program was the presentation by
Gary Larsen, Mt. Hood National Forest Supervisor: Crafting a
21st Century Vision for Mt. Hood. He shared how he perceived
America progressing through the first, second and present
centuries. Gary also mentioned that his staff has been reduced
from about 500 full time employees to the present 136 full time
employees.

The Director of BARK, the organization that brought us all to-
gether for this meeting, then closed the Session by asking,
"What should be our next steps?" Some ideas tossed about
were unified lobbying strategies, provide the summit info to the
media, and have follow-up meetings to better monitor progress
of assignments that will be made.

The goals of the Mt. Hood Solution Summit were met but much
work needs to be done to build upon the visions shared, par-
ticularly in light of the severe cut in forest service funding and
the need for volunteers for trail maintenance and public infor-
mation.

Long John Lake Backpack, September 26-28, 2008

Sounds of elk bugles, a sure sign of autumn, highlighted this 3-
day backpack in the William O. Douglas Wilderness for three
members and one guest. An elk bugle is an eerie sound when
you are tucked in your tent at night or hiking down a wilderness
trail by day. We heard elk both nights while camped at Long
John Lake and sporadically during our 10.7-mile loop hike on
the second day. The loop hike took us to the former lookout
site on the 6,340-foot summit of Tumac Mountain, where we
could see Mount Adams looming above the Goat Rocks to the
south, the bare slopes of the White Pass Ski Area, Mount
Rainier to the west, and Twin Sisters Lakes lying at the foot of
Miners Ridge to the north. We descended to Twin Sisters
Lakes for lunch and continued around the loop. It was a true
wilderness experience: we did not encounter a single person
on the entire hike. During the 3 days, we encountered less
than 10 people, and they were mostly anglers. In all, we hiked
almost 22 miles and gained about 2,500 feet, passing numer-
On The Water ous nameless lakes and ponds on the Tumac Plateau.

PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE

This may not be your father's or mother's Trails Club anymore.
We live in a far more complicated and challenging world, and
the Trails Club has had to change along with it.

We have to operate in a more business-like way to respond to
21%.century challenges like risk management. In the litigious
world of 2008, we need to actively think about risk and place
more emphasis on record-keeping and leadership and safety
training. The Trails Club has been underwriting some training
costs to ensure that our members get the necessary First Aid
and kayak safety training. We are offering annual training for
leaders because it is important that you understand your re-
sponsibilities if you are going to lead an activity or host at one
of the lodges.

We also have to think more carefully about future budgets.
Inflation is running at its fastest pace in 17 years, gaining 5.6
percent over the last year. Your wallet already knows this and
the Trails Club is feeling the pinch, too. | frequently hear the
assumption that the Trails Club is financially secure because
we have some money in investments. Just like your personal
investments, however, the Trails Club's portfolio has seen a
substantial decrease over the past year. This is due to market
conditions: the S&P 500 has declined by 40 percent since Oc-
tober 2007. No one knows when the economy will recover, so
we need to look at our other income streams — dues, lodge
fees, and trip fees — for ways to keep the Trails Club economi-
cally sound and in-step with inflation.

Costs to maintain two lodges have sky-rocketed with inflation,
even when most of the work is done by volunteers. Just like
your home, the lodges require payment of taxes, insurance,
and utilities. The costs of "consumables" (toilet paper, paper
towels, coffee, etc.) have also risen. Think about how prices
seem to have gone up every time you go to the grocery store.

While changing with the times, we are still a small, intimate and
informal club brought together by our shared enthusiasm for
hiking, backpacking, and other outdoor activities. The reason
we exist is still the same and in seven short years, we will
celebrate the Trails Club centennial.

Enjoy the beautiful autumn days on our Northwest trails.

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Lodge Scheduling Guidelines and Procedures:

The following guidelines are used for scheduling and reserving
our beautiful lodges for club sponsored and general member-
ship usage. These guidelines help assure that training has
been provided for all members wishing to host an event at a
lodge and that lodge availability is fair to club members.

1. Only Members in good standing can schedule and open
our lodges.
2. To host a lodge event you need to have been checked

out for opening and closing the lodge, request a lodge key and
request current instructions from the Lodge and Properties
chairperson.

3. If more than five non-members per member will be at a
lodge, board approval is required to use a lodge.
4, Private groups using the lodge will allow other Trails

Club members to also use the lodge when space is available.
Lodge Scheduling Guidelines and Procedures:

1. Check for available date(s) by contacting the Vice Presi-
dent or the website at http://www.trailsclub.org/events/lodge-
open2.htm.

2. Events chairpersons (Winter Sports, Social, etc.) also
need to clear the dates with the Vice President.

3.  Contact the Vice President to schedule the lodge date. If
board approval is required, the VP will make the request at the
next board meeting and notify you when you are approved.
The VP will notify the webmaster to put your event on the
Lodges calendar.

4.  Once the lodge event date has been approved, it is your
responsibility to submit a Blazer article to get your event on the
monthly calendar.

5. A Lodge Host packet will be sent to you with all neces-
sary forms. After hosting at a lodge the hosting forms must be
completed returned, with the lodge fees, to the TCO PO
Box1243, Portland, OR 97207.

6. When one or more persons uses one of the lodges with-
out a host, then one person must collect the fees, fill out the
forms and send both to the TCO PO Box.
