TYEE ROOF UPDATE 

The replacement of the damaged metal roofing on Tyee 
Lodge was completed on October 23, 2009, just ahead of 
the snow. After so many buildings experienced problems 
or failures of their metal roofs in the Government Camp 
area, we made the decision to upgrade to a system being 
used to replace the roofs at the Collins Lake Complex. It is 
a design with Structural Engineer specifications increasing 
the thickness of the metal and substantial upgrade in  
anchorage systems and water tightness to withstand the 
snow loading like we experienced last winter. All the work 
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was inspected by a Special Inspector who provided docu-
mentation supporting a ten year, no leak, warranty from 
the manufacturer, Taylor Metal Products. 
We were fortunate to have a great crew of young men who 
braved the cold and rain, plus a little snow, to complete 
the project. The crew stayed at the lodge and we provided 
room and board for them, which reduced the price from 
the contractor, Mick Yoder. Virginia Larson recruited  
members to host and cook. 
On behalf of the Trails Club of Oregon, I would like to 
thank the following members and helpers for contributing 
their time and expertise to host and cook. Katherine and 
Angelo Carella, Joan Regan and Ann Dudley, Gerda Eck 
and Allen Burrell, Pete and Elaine Nelson, Virginia Larson, 
Jill Campbell and Sylvia Milne, Arleta Miller and Fendall 
Winston, and Vicki Wood.
