Pets allowed on designated trips only.

Everybody should stay with the group and follow the hike
leader. The hike leader is responsible for the group’s

safety. The hike leader is responsible for determining trails
to be taken. Last, but not least, the leader has authority to

determine if a hiker is prepared for the hike. Group safety
must come first.

If you have reserved for an activity at a lodge that involves

food expense and are unable to participate you are obli-
gated to do one of the following: cancel before the food is
purchased, find someone to take your place, or pay for
your share of the food.

All activities must be approved by the appropriate Activity
Chair.
